WHITE OAK TOWNSHIP REGULAR BOARD MEETING
May 8, 2006
The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall at 7:30 p.m. on May 8, 2006. Roll call as follows:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Clerk Leela Vernon, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Trustee Diane Graf and Trustee Todd Baker, Deputy Clerk Patricia Grant, Zoning Administrator Kenneth Chamberlain, E. Pete Phelps. Also present were Billy O'Berry, Republican candidate for District Judge, Dwayne Mullett and Mark Southwell.
Invocation was given by Trustee Graf.
Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the minutes of the April 10, 2006 Public Budget Hearing. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of the April 10, 2006 Regular Board Meeting as printed. Motion carried.
Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the treasurer's report as printed and placed on file. Motion carried.
Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to renew the General Fund CD acct. #83098 for a period of one year at 3.45%. Motion carried.
Billy O'Berry took the floor and introduced herself as a Republican candidate for District Judge.
Dwayne Mullett took the floor and explained that one of his neighbors built a motocross track between his house and another neighbor, Mark Southwell’s house. This was causing dust and noise problems. As per Section 4.22 in the White Oak Township Zoning Ordinance, "it shall be unlawful for any person..... to engage in or conduct a quarry excavation as defined, or strip any topsoil... or to use lands for filling within White Oak Township without first submitting an application as prescribed to the White Oak Township Zoning Board, and procuring a permit therefore from the Township..... The White Oak Township Board determined that this situation falls within this section of the ordinance and that the owner of the property where the track is located should submit an application for Special Use Permit as soon as possible. Any use of said excavation site should cease immediately until the application for permit can be reviewed and either approved or denied. Other such excavations in the township shall be required to follow the same procedure.
We have received the copy of the bond renewal from J.R. Sand & Gravel but we are still waiting for the copy of the DEQ permit.
We discussed the agreement with SAESA, signed the agreement and Trustee Baker was to take it to SAESA at their meeting on Wednesday. He also took a copy of the agreement the White Oak has with Ingham Township which is up for renewal.
Doug Warfle stated that he needs a resolution from the board regarding the farm land preservation act. A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to give him this resolution. Motion Carried.
Ken Chamberlain gave his report. John Bassett has disabled the septic system in his old house and has been issued his occupancy permit. There was some discussion regarding the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act. There was some discussion about how this will impact our township. The MTA is holding classes to explain the changes. There will be a class on June 13. A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to have White Oak Township pay for Ken Chamberlain, E. Pete Phelps, and one other person to attend this class. Motion Carried. We also discussed having our lawyer look over our ordinance. Dorwin will check with the lawyer to see what the cost would be.
Jon Sprout submitted a quote for painting and scraping items in our park. We decided to have him paint approximately 21 tables, 5 trash bins, and 5 benches. Approx. $450.00. A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to have this work performed. Motion Carried.

Kenneth Chamberlain made a public comment regarding the paving of Osborne Road and that it would be of benefit to the largest number of residents.
The quote from the Ingham County Road Commission was discussed. Topic was tabled until next meeting. 
Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pay the bills as presented. Motion carried. 

Supervisor Marshall declared the meeting adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
