White Oak Township Regular Board Meeting

January 12, 2009

The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall at 7:29 p.m. on January 12, 2009.  Roll call as follows:   Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Clerk Leela Vernon, Trustee Todd Baker, Trustee Diane Graf, Kenneth Chamberlain, E. Pete Phelps.  

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of the December 8, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion Carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the treasurer’s report as printed and placed on file.  Motion carried. 

E. Pete Phelps took the floor.  We reopened the discussion regarding the application from Lance Graf to sell firearms over the internet.  After checking with the MTA lawyer it was determined that Mr. Graf would have to apply for a Special Use Permit.  The Zoning Board of Appeals had determined back in 1995 that selling firearms in the township required a Special Use Permit.  Once the ZBA makes a ruling, it is considered law until 1) they make a different ruling, or 2) the ordinance is amended.  The Planning Commission meeting was moved to Thursday, February 5, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.  This issue will be addressed at that meeting.  

Mr. Phelps suggested that the board order copies of the Zoning Guide Book for each member of the Planning Commission, Zoning Board of Appeals, and the Zoning Administrator.

Sgt. Buehler from the Ingham County Sheriff’s Department came in late.  He told us of the plan the Sheriff’s department has to have a representative attend all of our monthly board meetings.  He asked us to make them a line item on each monthly agenda.
A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to sign the contract with Campbell, Kusterer, and Co. to remain our auditors for the next 2 years.  Motion carried.
Ken Chamberlain gave his report.
A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to increase salaries using the COLA set by the Social Security Administration of 5.8%.  Motion Carried.    

A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
