White Oak Township Regular Board Meeting


January 10, 2011

The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall at 7:35 p.m. on January 10, 2011.  Roll call as follows:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Clerk Leela Vernon, Trustee Todd Baker, and Trustee Diane Graf.   The invocation was given by Trustee Graf.  

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion Carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to renew General Fund CD #84670 for 1 year at .65%.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the treasurer’s report as printed and placed on file.  Motion carried.  

We examined the Zoning report in the absence of the Zoning Administrator.  

We received the bill for the repairs that were performed on the bridge on Columbia Road.  We had agreed previously not to pay the bill until after the guard rails were installed.  After some discussion it was agreed that we would pay the Ingham County Road Commission for the part of the repair that was completed and pay the remainder when the job is complete and the guard rails are installed.

D & G picked up the lawn tractor to do the yearly maintenance.  

Supervisor Marshall told us that he had been in conversation with Roger Graf who purchased the property next to the park.  He asked if the Township would be willing to split the cost of cleaning up the line between the two properties.  The cost to the township would be approximately $1,500.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to split the cost of cleaning up the area between the two properties.  Motion carried.

He also mentioned that Roger would like to work the field at the South end of the park.  We will need to talk to Rusty Bloom since we have had a prior arrangement with him.

Roger has also purchased the property next to the 10 acres the township owns.  Dorwin will talk to Roger and also to Chattaway about cleaning up the 10 acres.

A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
