White Oak Township Regular Board Meeting


October 14, 2013

Supervisor Dorwin Marshall called the White Oak Township regular board meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. on Monday October 14, 2013.  Roll call as follows:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Treasurer Aaron Graf, Deputy Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Clerk Leela Vernon, Trustee Diane Graf, Richard Morrison, Zoning Administrator Ken Chamberlain. There were no adjustments to the agenda.  Trustee Graf lead us in the pledge of allegiance.  

A motion was made by Treasurer Aaron Graf, seconded by Trustee Diane Graf to accept the minutes of the September 9, 2013 Regular Township Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Treasurer Graf distributed the Treasurer’s report.  A motion was made by Trustee Diane Graf, seconded by Clerk Vernon to approve the treasurer’s report as printed and placed on file.  Motion carried.  CD #109637879 renews on 11-15-13. 

Ken Chamberlain gave the zoning report.  He presented the board with a layout of the property owned by Marathon on Mt. Pleasant road.  Marathon is applying to get a permit for the equipment trailer for a period of 3-10 years.  They also want to put in a permanent structure to use as an office for a minimum of 3 years.  This is all part of the reclamation process.    One of the suggestions was to put up permanent structures instead of temporary structures.  There is someone there from 5-7 days a week.  

Mr. Chamberlain has had 2 complaints about barking dogs.  There are at least 15 dogs licensed at the address in question.  He gave her copies of the zoning ordinance showing her that she is not compliant.  
We discussed the proposal to update the zoning, plumbing and building fee schedules, and compensation schedules for the inspectors.  A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Treasurer Graf to change the fee schedule and compensation as per proposal submitted by our Zoning Administrator.  He also asked to have the authority to adjust the fees according to the type of construction.  Motion carried.
We received a letter from Iosco Township Supervisor asking us to help with the cost of chloriding Kane Road.  We will need more information regarding the cost of such a project before we can make a determination.

A motion was made by Trustee Diane Graf, seconded by Clerk Vernon to purchase the Michigan Plumbing Code book to leave in this office if Tim does not already have an extra one.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Treasurer Graf, seconded by Trustee Graf to accept the property owned by John Knoch into the Farmland and Open Space program.  Motion carried.

We need to repair the area of the parking lot that was dug up when the water lines were repaired.  The heater in the office is not working.  We will contact Taylor Heating and Plumbing to repair it.  We discussed having the parking lot and walking path repaired and lines repainted.  We need to have some handicapped spots out closer to the ball fields and not so many up by the building.
A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Treasurer Aaron Graf to pay bills as presented.  Motion carried
The Park Meeting will be Wednesday, October 16th, at 7 p.m.
