WHITE OAK TOWNSHIP REGULAR BOARD MEETING

AUGUST 11, 2003

The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Clerk Carole Oesterle at 7:40 p.m. on August 11, 2003. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of July 14, 2003 regular board meeting as printed. Motion carried.

Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Graf to renew the CD#69654 that is up for renewal on August 12, 2003 for six months.  Motion carried.

Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the treasurer’s report as printed and place on file.  Motion carried.  

Trustee Graf gave a report of the Park Committee meeting held on August 6th.  Pig Roast is upcoming and they need helpers.  They would like the township board’s approval to contract the electrical, which will be done in two phases, to James Finch who will donate all of his labor and trenching donated by Quality Electric. Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Baker to give the DCAA Soccer permission to use the fields for practice.  Motion carried.

· Charles Barnum, Building Inspector gave a report and also a sample of the new stickers that he ordered which covers everything.

· Ken Chamberlain, Zoning Administrator reported that he has talked with the Bearup’s about the  removal of the mobile home and the township willing to split the cost in the removal, but they are having a yard sale soon and they would like to try to sell it. · Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Treasurer McArthur to adopt the “Right-Of-Way Telecommunication Permit” provided by our attorney. Ayes- Trustee Baker, Trustee Graf, Treasurer McArthur, Clerk Oesterle and Supervisor Marshall. Motion carried.
