· Public comment:  None.

· Ken Chamberlain, Zoning Administrator reported that someone bought a parcel on Dietz Road & Iosco Rd and intended on building on it, but it is in the flood zone.  Oil Company mistaken Marvin Speer’s woods for their construction site and removed all of his trees.  Ken notified Stockbridge Township about construction of tank, which they didn’t know about.  Exxon bought 20 acres more on Grimes Road from Bauer.  It is zoned agricultural and needs to be rezoned industrial.  Due to tornado on Haywood Rd. he issued a temporary housing permit.  Marvin Speer applied for a driveway permit and was denied by the County Road Commission.  The County Road Commission suggested that he get the township to help in leveling the hill so he could get a driveway permit.    Robert Struble going to build a garage near their home and won’t need to get a variance.  He collected $1,434 in permits this last month.
