WHITE OAK TOWNSHIP REGULAR BOARD MEETING
APRIL 12, 2004
The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, at 7:30 p.m. on April 12, 2004. Roll call as follows: Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Clerk Carole Oesterle, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Trustee Diane Graf, and Trustee Todd Baker. Also present was Kenneth Chamberlain, Elmer Phelps, James Gill, Billie Jo Berry, Norm Shinkle, Teresa Eisfelder, and Joe Raica & daughter. Invocation given by Clerk Oesterle.
Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of March 8, 2004 regular board meeting as printed. Motion carried.
Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the treasurer's report as printed and place on file. Motion carried.
Public Comment: Joe Raica presented a written report on the gravel pit and requested renewal of the Special Use Permit. Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Graf to renew his Special Use Permit on gravel pit for Joe Raica. Motion carried.
James Gill, running for Sheriff of Ingham County, and introduced Tereasa Eisfelder whom he would appoint as Under-Sheriff if elected, addressed the board, and requested our support. Norm Shinkle, running for District Court Judge addressed the board and requested our support. Billie Jo O'Berry running for 55th District Judge addressed the board and requested our support.
Supervisor Marshall recessed the regular township board meeting and opened the Budget Public Hearing. The General Fund Budget was reviewed and stated that the elected officials, assessor, janitor and ground maintenance received a 2% increase in pay. The Park Budget and Public Improvement Budget were also reviewed. Supervisor Marshall declared the Public Hearing closed and re-opened the regular board meeting.
Reports: Elmer Phelps, Zoning Board of Appeals Chairperson stated that they would be meeting on Wednesday, April 14, 2004 to act upon request by Marshall & Nancy Anderson for a variance.
Zoning Adminstrator, Kenneth Chamberlain reported that AT & T may be seeking approval for a tower. Sam Showerman was cited by the county for not having a pond permit. Board suggested violation of Zoning Ordinance letters be sent to Corwin on Brogan Road and Davis on M-52 concerning all the junk/vehicles in yard.
Clerk Oesterle read a request from Harold Kemler regarding permission to use the residence at 4220 Iosco Road as a kitchen to make salsas, barbeques, dips, and pickles for the "Son-In-Law Products Company". Products will not be sold out of the kitchen. The kitchen will be inspected by the Ingham County Health Department on a regular basis and all guidelines set by the Health Department will be met. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker, since no products will be sold at the premises, that the board approve the request for a home occupation of using the house at 4220 Iosco Road as a kitchen to make salsas, barbeques, dips, pickles for the "Son-In-Law Products Company" and that you adhere to all State & County Health Department requirements. Motion carried.
Old Business: RE: Ingham County Road Commission responded with the break-down and cost of the Swan Road project.
Building Project. Clerk Oesterle reported that the State faxed copies of the requirements of Historical Site on what we can do without losing our State Historical Site status. She stated that as long as the offices were portable we could use the old hall for township office, but she felt that it would be better to have our office in the new part of the hall. It would be easy to close off and still let people use the old part for family gatherings. 
RE: Copier. Clerk Oesterle reported that she hadn't done anything about it due to the fact if we do have an office at the hall, we might require a larger copier than one for a home office or also have it with a fax. Board suggested clerk contact some other townships and see who they used to get their office coordinated and who setup the computer system and hookups with the county & state.

Pleasant Road by doing excavation of the vertical curve to provide sight distance for the driveway on a time and material basis, which will include gravel, topsoil and sand as well as equipment and labor for a total estimated cost of $7,000 and our share would be $3,500 which we have already received from Marvin Speers. Motion carried.
Stockbridge Township-RJE: Stand-by Fee. Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Clerk Oesterle to enter in a Contract of $5,752 Stand-by Fee for period of April 1, 2004 through March 31, 2005. Motion carried.

Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Graf to accept the Park Fund Financial Statement as printed and Park Budget of $6,825.00 and estimated revenue of $12,341.83for fiscal year 2004-05. Motion carried.
Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Graf to accept the Trust & Agency Fund Financial Statement as printed. Motion carried.
Moved by Treasurer McArthur, seconded by Trustee Baker to have Stockbridge State Bank as our depository. Motion carried.
Moved by Treasurer McArthur, seconded by Clerk Oesterle to levy one mill on 2004 taxes. Motion carried.
Moved by Treasurer McArthur, seconded by Clerk Oesterle to collect the 1% Administrative fee of 1% on 2004 taxes. Motion carried.
Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to accept the tax statement as printed. Motion carried.
Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to have our township board meetings the second Monday of the month at 7:30 p.m. Motion carried.
Other Business: Treasurer McArthur stated that the next County MTA meeting would be a potluck dinner at 6 p.m. at Stockbridge Township on Wednesday, April 28th.
Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to pay all the bills presented. Motion carried. Supervisor Marshall declared the meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
