WHITE OAK TOWNSHIP REGULAR BOARD MEETING
JUNE 14, 2004
The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, at 7:30 p.m. on June 14, 2004. Roll call as follows: Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Clerk Carole Oesterle, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Trustee Diane Graf and Trustee Todd Baker. Also present was Kenneth Chamberlain and Larry Josephson. Invocation given by Clerk Oesterle.
Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of May 10, 2004 regular board meeting as amended to state four divisions instead of five resulting in six splits instead of eight splits year to date as corrected. Motion carried.
Moved by Clerk Oesterle, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the treasurer's report as printed and place on file. Motion carried.
Moved by Treasurer McArthur, seconded by Clerk Oesterle to renew 2 CD's due July 12 for another six months. Motion carried.
Public Comment:   Larry Josephson reported that he had some literature to share with the board concerning a siren for our township. Cost could range from $5,000 to $20,000 depending on the siren which would include putting it on a 60 foot pole. The siren would be activated from Stockbridge Township Fire Department. Supervisor Marshall will check into the prices, kinds, and distance that they will reach. Larry Josephson exited at 7:45 p.m.
Diane Graf reported on behalf of Harold Kemler that the Park Committee met on June 8 and they
would like to discuss charging a set fee for each of teams using the ball fields including soccer
and softball teams. They suggest $50.00 per season per team. The Park Committee would like to
buy the appropriate dust for the fields. After much discussion concerning both of the items it was
the consensus of the board that we already have an agreement with the teams and the DCAA and
will not change it at this time.
Zoning Administrator-Kenneth Chamberlain gave his report for May. Permit include: (1) New Address Assignment; (3) Zoning Permits; (2) Building Permits; (2) Plumbing & Mechanical Permits; (1) Division resulting in one split. Year to Date Permits for 2004: (4) New Address Assignments; (10) Zoning Permits; (1) Permit Extension; (11) Building Permits; (19) Plumbing & Mechanical Permits; YTD Land Divisions in 2004: Five divisions resulting in seven splits. YTD Estimated Value of issued Building Permits: $990,130. Fees collected May $1,227.50. YTD Fees collected $8,506.68.
Zoning concerns: Gary & Joann Post have been complaining about noise from Raica Gravel Pit,
but Bailey who lives closer finds no fault. Joe Raica put muffler on diesel engine which should
help cut down on the noise. Clerk Oesterle reported of a complaint about Davis on Cooper Rd
stockpiling old lawn mowers.
Old Business: Supervisor Marshall reported that Gary Cosgray was under the understanding that he would get $11.00 a hour for mowing and cost of living each year thereafter. Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pay Gary Cosgray $11.00 a hour and cost of living from now on. Motion carried.

Copier: Clerk Oesterle reported that she has looked into several copiers that also fax, print, and scan. Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to let Clerk Oesterle determine which one to buy. Motion carried.
Office Layout: Clerk Oesterle has contacted Allied Interiors for prices and layout of office space
in the new part of the hall.
