WHITE OAK TOWNSHIP REGULAR BOARD MEETING
December 10, 2007
The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall at 7:32 p.m. on December 10, 2007. Roll call as follows:   Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Clerk Leela Vernon, Trustee Diane Graf, Trustee Todd Baker, Zoning Administrator Kenneth Chamberlain, Planning Commission Chair E. Pete Phelps, Jan Baker, Randy Clear and Julie from Mid Michigan Rubbish, Lori Demers, and Lisa Serafini from the DCAA. Invocation was given by Trustee Graf.
A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of the November 13, 2007 Regular Board Meeting. Motion Carried.
A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of the Park Committee meeting dated 10-17-07. Motion carried.
CD #83697 was replaced with another in the amount of $15,809.87 for 30 months which matures on 05-15-2010. Also a CD was purchased for $20,000.00, which was taken out of the General Fund Savings, for 1 year at 4.50%. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the treasurer's report as printed and placed on file. Motion carried.
Pete Phelps took the floor. Mr. Chamberlain recommended that Mr. Clear pay the $200.00 fee for his special use permit application prior to the boards' examination of the minutes from the Planning Commission hearing.
The Planning Commission recommends that Randy Clear of Mid Michigan Rubbish be granted a special-use permit as requested with five specific conditions as follows:
1) That Mid Michigan Rubbish establish and maintain a double row of evergreen trees along Brogan Rd. and the north property line, planted trees to be at least four feet tall at time of planting, to screen the business and reduce noise.
2)  That Mid Michigan Rubbish reorganize the truck drive and travel patterns on the property so that trucks can pull onto the property without obstructing traffic and reduce the amount of backing up that has been done onto the property.
3) That Mid Michigan Rubbish trucks will not exceed forty miles per hour on
Township roads between the yard and the main highways, and that the drivers will obey all traffic signs on local roads.
4)  That Mid Michigan Rubbish not have more than five rubbish trucks in operation at one time.
5)  That Mid Michigan Rubbish not expand recycling operations beyond what is currently being done.
A motion was made by Trustee Baker, Seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the Special Use permit application submitted by Mid Michigan Rubbish. Motion Carried.

Ken Chamberlain asked the board if he could have 30 copies of the new Master Plan printed if all changes are approved by Pete Phelps. A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Clerk Vernon. Motion Carried.

Lisa Serafini from the DCAA took the floor. The board had asked her to come in and let us know what the future plans were for the use of our fields. Currently they have 14 teams with approximately 14 children per team. She did not have a schedule for the 2008 season yet, but said she would get us one in the spring. Trustee Baker asked if they would help support our park by coming to the pig roast or if it was possible for each participant to pay $10.00, anything to help support the upkeep of the fields and park. She was very receptive and said she would take it back to the DCAA.
Jan Baker stated her concerns about the need to get water to plants if we extend the park to the south.
Tri County office on aging has asked us to include $168.00 in our next years' budget for them. We will discuss it at budget time.
Ken Chamberlain gave his report. He also discussed the possibility of purchasing a software program from BS & A for the building department. He would also like to change our web host from The Village Link to Freedomnet for $10.00 per month. Trustee Baker made the motion, seconded by Trustee Graf. Motion Carried.
We were asked by Aurelius and Vevay Townships to join in their venture against the Ingham County Sheriffs Department. We decided it was in the best financial interest of White Oak Township to decline at this time.
A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to have a thermostat installed in the office. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Clerk Vernon, seconded by Trustee Baker to purchase a display case for the front of the office building. Motion carried.
The "No Alcohol Allowed" sign is down. If it's gone we need to get a new one. We need to ask Gary if it is in the barn.
We decided that White Oak Township should participate in the 2010 census.
Moved by Trustee Graf, Seconded by Trustee Baker to pay the bills as presented. Motion carried.
Meeting adjourned at 8:47 p.m.
