White Oak Township Regular Board Meeting


April 12, 2010

The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall at 7:30 p.m. on April 12, 2010.  Roll call as follows:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Clerk Leela Vernon, Trustee Todd Baker, Trustee Diane Graf, Zoning Administrator Kenneth Chamberlain, Scott Cisco from the Ingham County Sheriff’s Department, Mickey Martin, Randy Schafer, Gene Ulrey, Larry Silsby, Ben Frantz from DCAA, and Heather McAdams.  The invocation was given by Trustee Graf.  

A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the minutes of the March 15, 2010 Budget hearing.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of the March 15, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion Carried.

Treasurer McArthur mentioned that Joe Raica had given her his second installment of $3,000.00.  CD83913 is up for renewal on 5-15-10.  We will decide at the May meeting how to reinvest that.  A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the treasurer’s report as printed and placed on file.  Motion carried.  

Scott Cisco from the Ingham County Sheriff’s Department gave his report.  

Ben Frantz from the DCAA came in to request the use of the baseball fields for this season.  The season should be the same as last year with the possible addition of a baseball tournament.  If there is a tournament they will make a donation to the park.  Practices would be Mon-Thurs.  He will get us a schedule along with a copy of the insurance binder.  Ben said that he would personally maintain the fields.  There is 5 yards approx. of infield gravel he would like to bring in and asked where he could dump it.  It was suggested that he dump it between the fence and the parking lot on the asphalt.  A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to allow them the requested use of the fields.  Motion Carried.  
Mickey Martin took the floor and gave us a detailed explanation of the Road Patrol issue and what is being proposed.  Randy Schafer took the floor and gave us more information.  A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pass a resolution as stated:  To join with 12 other townships to form an authority to provide police protection to residents of White Oak Township.  To raise money by special assessment in the amount not to exceed $150.00 per residential unit, $250.00 per industrial or commercial business in the first year, and to increase those maximum assessment amounts by not to exceed 3% annually, and to submit the question of raising that money by special assessment to the Township voters at the August 2010 primary election.  Roll Call Vote as follows:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall:  Aye, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur:  Aye, Clerk Leela A. Vernon:  Aye, Trustee Todd Baker:  Aye, Trustee Diane Graf:  Aye.  Resolution passed unanimously.
Ken Chamberlain gave his report.   He had a request for parcel consolidation and determined that the paperwork the existed was not sufficient so he designed a new form.  A motion was made by Trustee Baker, Seconded by Trustee Graf to allow the new form to be used.  Motion Carried.
The Ingham County Road Commission notified Supervisor Marshall that they need to repair the bridge on Columbia Road and the cost is approximately $30,000, of which we need to pay 25%. 

A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
