Pat Lindemann, Ingham County Drain Commissioner took the floor to discuss the plans for the Kalamink consolidated drain project.

Paperwork has been faxed to the township lawyer to get started on a cost recovery ordinance.

Ron from Stockbridge ambulance told us that the “Mock Crash” will take place on Sunday, May 22, 2011 at 1:00 P.M.

Richard Morrison stated his concerns about an emergency warning system.  He was also concerned about a leash ordinance.  We will check to see what the laws actually are.  Possibly check with James Lobdell.

No one from the DCAA, or the Dansville Baseball league attended the meeting.

A motion was made by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to allow John Kemler into the Farmland Preservation Program.  Motion carried.  

Ken Chamberlain gave the Zoning report.  

We received two quotes to replace the existing porch with composite material, one from Weldon Craft for $3800 and one from Pat Heeney for $2200 to $2500.  We will get some bids to have the porch cleaned and painted.
The front doors and threshold on the Township Hall are leaking and rain is going to cause the floors to start to deteriorate.  We decided to have them repaired or replaced.

A motion was made by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
