Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of August 9, 2004 regular board meeting as printed. Motion carried.
Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the Treasurer report as printed and placed on file. Motion carried.
Public Comments: None.
Zoning Administrator-Kenneth Chamberlain gave his report for August. Permits include:   (8) Zoning Permits; (7) Building Permits; (8) Plumbing & Mechanical Permits. Year to date Permits: (6) New Address Assignments; (20) Zoning Permits; (1) permit extension; (19) Building Permits; (29) Plumbing & Mechanical Permits and (6) Division resulting in (8) splits. YTD Estimated Value of issued Building Permits: $1,803,420.00. Fees collected for August=$5,076.00. 2004 Year to Date fees=$14,881.48.
Zoning Administrator, Kenneth Chamberlain requested permission to get caller ID so he could call people back during the daytime. Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Treasurer McArthur to let Kenneth Chamberlain get caller I.D. to be able to respond to zoning & permit questions. Motion carried.
Old Business:
Building: Stockbridge Community School District accepted our bid of $10,000 dollars for the small portable building. Supervisor Marshall got a building permit and had the Building moved and setup done by Dew-El Portables, Inc. for $6000.00 plus new skirting if needed for $500.00 which was agreed upon by the board when making the bid.
Sidewalk & handicap entrance: Quote from H & H Construction of $1,212 dollars. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to have H & H Construction (Paul Hallam) to do the cement work for the sidewalk and to finish up the handicap entrance. Motion carried.
Painting: Quote from J. A. Sprout to power wash, prime, apply two coats of high quality paint including labor for $1,400 dollars and $100 dollars per deck including labor & materials. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to contract with J.A. Sprout to power wash, prime, apply two coats of paint(white for building trimmed in dark green) on office building and protection on decks for $1,600 dollars. Motion carried.
Electrical: Quote from Carl D. Oesterle of $750.00 to wire 100 AMP Electric service to office building. Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to accept the quote of $750.00 from Oesterle Electric to get power hook up to the office building. Motion carried.
Sign: Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Treasurer McArthur to accept the quote from Eugene Smith for a wall sign of the office building for $265.00 including installation and big sign for the yard for $669.00 including installation. Motion carried.
Landscaping: Jan Baker will be replacing Marilyn Henry in taking care of the flower gardens in the park and around the buildings.
Grading of Parking Lot: Quotes were received by John Walker, Ted Waiters, Zeitz Farms, Inc. Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to accept the quote from John Walker to strip and export up to 6 inches of topsoil over approx, 15,000 sq. ft,, grade proposed parking area to achieve proper drainage, supply and install 6" of 22A process road gravel (grade to +/- .10; compact to 95%) and finish grade parking lot for $6,400.00. Motion carried.
Printer: Clerk Oesterle will be getting a bid from Hasselbring & Clark.
Scott McDonald: Supervisor Marshall stated that nothing has been done.
GASB: Policy/Resolution tabled until next meeting. Carl Oesterle exited at 8:30 p.m.
