Computers: Supervisor Marshall will check with his daughter about getting Dell Computers.
Phones: Clerk Oesterle will contact DTE to have the phone line connected from hall to new building plus put in another line to handle fax and e-mails.
Paving: Quinn has completed the paving.
Grading: John Walker is waiting until the soccer games are over before grading the parking lot. He will also roll the lawn after a heavy rain for us.
