WHITE OAK TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
DECEMBER 13, 2004
The White Oak Township regular board meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, at 7:35 p.m. on December 13, 2004.  Roll call as follows:  Supervisor Dorwin Marshall, Clerk Leela A. Vernon, Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Trustee Todd Baker and Trustee Diane Graf.  Also present were Kenneth Chamberlain, Carole Oesterle, and Deputy Clerk Pat Grant.  Invocation given by Diane Graf.  

Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the minutes of November 8, 2004 regular board meeting as printed.  Motion carried.

Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve the Treasurers report as printed and placed on file.  Motion Carried.  It was agreed that we should take out of the general fund and place back in to the account for Joe Raica, $3,000.00 plus interest.  When his renewal comes due we will take out his renewal fee of $250.00 from this account.  It was agreed to discuss renewal of CD’s at the January meeting.

Public Comments:  None.

Zoning Administrator-Kenneth Chamberlain gave his report for October/November.  Permits include (1) New Address Assignment, (2) Zoning Permits, (2) Building Permits, (4) Plumbing & Mechanical Permits.  
Zoning Issues:  A dumping ground was discovered on Risch Road.  

The lawsuit of the Border Beagle club vs. Thomasewski was settled out of court.

IRS has updated the mileage rate to 40.5 cents per mile.  

Our website has been renewed for 2 years.

We discussed the need to purchase word processing software for the new computers.  A motion was made by Trustee Graf, Seconded by Treasurer McArthur to purchase Microsoft Office 2003 or similar software.  Motion Carried.

We discussed the need for a new zoning board member to replace Leela Vernon.  Supervisor Marshall will check on this.

There was some discussion regarding overnight camping on private property. 

Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Treasurer McArthur to pay Carole Oesterle $11.00 per hour for her time helping the new clerk and to pay the Deputy Clerk and Deputy Treasurer the same $11.00 per hour.  Motion carried.  
Reservations for the MTA Conference have been made.  Treasurer Mary Joan McArthur, Clerk Leela A. Vernon, and Deputy Clerk Patricia Grant will be attending.  

The new signature cards for the accounts at Stockbridge State Bank were signed and Treasurer McArthur will return them.  

Moved by Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to approve quote to landscape the sign in front of the Township Office and Hall, in the amount of $2,128.00.  Motion Carried.  We will contact Chris Cook now so we may be put on their schedule.
Moved by Trustee Baker, seconded by Trustee Graf to approve the quote from Jon Sprout to paint and trim the Township Hall and to apply 2 coats of sealer to its floor, in the amount of $2,180.00.  Motion Carried.

Servicing of the lawn mower needs to be paid for.

There was discussion regarding the need for dead bolts on the Township office doors.

We need pay O’Neils ½ of their total quote of $10,344.00

We discussed the need for a software program for governmental accounting for the Clerk that includes GASB.  We can get information from the vendors at the convention.
Carole Oesterle brought in a plaque that was made by George Young as a donation to the Township.  It was agreed to purchase from the general fund a $50.00 Finley’s Gift Certificate and Thank you card for him.  

Moved by Trustee Trustee Graf, seconded by Trustee Baker to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

We received a quote for $1,145.00 for the roofing on the building.  It was decided to wait until spring to have this done. 

Supervisor Marshall declared the meeting adjourned at 9:06 p.m.
